Thank all of you for your prayers, support, and any other part that you 
may have helping us with this ministry. We would not be here if it wasn’t for 
the faithfulness of our supporters.  
 

  A few weeks ago I met a little 8 year old 
girl, Lupita, one of 11 children. A fellow 
missionary, Cindy, brought her to me at a 
medical outreach. Lupita has had a disfiguring 
lesion on the bridge of her nose for more  
than a year. This causes pain and a constant 
discharge from her eyes. I arranged for her to see my supervisor, Dr Martin at the 
Red Cross. He took x-rays and told me that her whole facial structure is involved 
and the condition is serious. He prayed with Lupita and told me that this little one 

has a big heart and a big faith. Lupita told him other children tease her, but “I know God hears my prayers and 
He will help me!” The faith of a child is precious in God’s eyes. Lupita needs to see a specialist and the first 

attempt at this has fallen through. Pray for Lupita and her family. Cindy and I were 
invited into their home and we saw they had no food. If we had not come and bought 
groceries they would not have eaten that day.  
 
Praise Report—the  mobile medical clinic is now in Mexico! In early June we drove the 
clinic down from Anza, in California, to Chula Vista where it  
was stored until we had the official sponsor letters. On 7/10 we drove the clinic into 
Mexico without incident. We had anticipated being turned back or charged heavy fees. A 
short way down the road we were stopped by a policeman because we didn’t have mud 

flaps. (?)  We have learned to laugh at some of the 
situations we encounter.  
 
The summer here has been busy with groups coming 
from all over the US and Canada for evangelism and 
construction. I am the camp and staff nurse. Besides this 
I have been out on medical outreaches at churches and 
in the colonies with Cindy and Pastor Juan. We see 
people rationing drinking water because of their 
poverty. I do what I can, and give out hygiene items and 

over the counter medications. It is amazing to see how happy a child is to get a 
toothbrush! Most importantly, our prayers and anointing with oil have resulted in 

many decisions for Christ! We are in awe seeing how God has prepared hearts to bring forth an increase for His 
glory. 
 
Our first outreach with the mobile clinic will be September 15 in Rosarito. We have a medical doctor, a dentist 
and a chiropractor for this first outreach! God is faithful!  
 
 



  

We have heard of the dire needs of the peoples in the far southern state of Oaxaca, and 
God is moving us to travel the 2300 miles to this state with the Jehovã-Rafa clinic in 2008.
